Regiunea Ivano-Frankivsk este situatd in centrul geografic al Euro-
pei, in partea de sud-vest a Ucrainei si a frontierelor cu Transcarpa-
tia, Lvov, Ternopil si regiunea Cernduti din Ucraina. In sudul extrem,
o lungime a frontierei de stat de 50 km este cu judetul Maramures
(Romadnia).

Regiunea acoperd un teritoriu de 13.900 km pdtrati. Din punct de
vedere al formelor de relief, cei mai inalti munti din Ucraina sunt
situati in regiunea Ivano-Frankivsk. Carpatii Orientali acoperd o
treime din teritoriul sdu. Dealurile si cdimpiile acoperd restul te-
ritoriului. Cele mai inalte varfuri sunt: Hoverla (2061m), Pip-Ivan
(2028m), Syvuly (1836m). Clima regiunii este continentald. lernile
sunt bldnde, cu o temperaturd medie in ianuarie de 5 °C. Verile sunt
calde, cu o temperaturd medie in luna iulie de 18 °C. Existd 15 orase
in regiunea Ivano-Frankivsk, inclusiv 5 orase cu subordonare regio-
nald. Cel mai mare oras din regiune, este centrul sau regional - muni-
cipiul Ivano-Frankivsk. Existd 24 localitdti urbane in regiune si 765
unitati din mediul rural, care sunt subordonate celor 477 autonomii
locale (consilii sdtesti). In ianuarie 2012, regiunea avea o populatie
de 1,38 milioane persoane.

Muntii Gutadi: Pasul Huta - 587m, Pa-
sul Neteda — 1039m, cu altitudinea maximd in vf. Gutdi — 1443m.
Muntii Tibles: Tibles - 1839m, Hudin - 1611m, Vdratec - 1349m si
cel mai mare, vf. Bran - 1840m.

Clima este temperat - continentald influentatd de munti, avdnd ca
trdsdaturd specificd un regim termic moderat, cu umiditate ridicatd
si precipitatii atmosferice bogate.

Ivano-Frankivsk Region

Ivano-Frankivsk region is located in the geographical center of Eu-
rope, in the south-west of Ukraine and borders on Transcarpathian,
Lviv, Ternopil and Chernivtsi Region of Ukraine. In the extreme south
it has a state border length of 50 km from Maramures County (Ro-
mania).

The Region covers a territory of 13,900 sq. km. From the point of
view of relief forms, the highest mountains in Ukraine are located in
Ivano-Frankivsk Region. The Eastern Carpathians cover one third of
its territory. Foothills and plains cover the rest of the territory. The
highest mounts are: Hoverla (2061 m), Pip-Ivan (2028 m), Syvulya
(1836 m).

The climate of the Region is continental. Winters are mild with an
average temperature in January of 5 °C. Summers are warm with
an average temperature in July of +18 °C. There are 15 cities in
Ivano-Frankivsk region, including 5 cities of regional subordination.
The largest city in the region is its regional center - city of Ivano-
Frankivsk. There are 24 urban settlements in the region and 765
rural units, which are subordinated to 477 local self-governments
(village councils).

In January 2012, the Region had a population of 1,38 million people.

Maramures County

Maramures County is located in the north western part of Romania
and covers an area of 6,304 sq. km, which represents 2.6% of the coun-
try’s total area. It has Suceava County as neighbor in the east, Bistrita-
Nasaud, Cluj and Salaj Counties in the south, Satu Mare County in the
west, and in the north it has state border with Ukraine on a length of
154km, of which Tisa River represents around 40% (62km).

From the point of view of relief forms, the county has the following
structure: mountains area cover 43% of the territory, 30% is covered
by hills and plateaux and 27% by flatlands and meadows. Mountain
region includes peaks and depressions that belong to the Eastern Car-
pathians: Rodnei Mountains: Pietrosu - 2303m, Puzdrele - 2189m,
Galatiu - 2048m; Maramures Mountains: Farcau - 1957m, Pop Ivan
- 1937m, Toroioaga - 1930m. Gutai Mountains: Huta Pass - 587m,
Neteda Pass - 1039m with maximum altitude in Gutai Peak — 1443m.
Tibles Mountains: Tibles - 1839m, Hudin - 1611m, Varatec - 1349m
and the highest, Bran Peak - 1840m.

The climate of Maramures is temperate continental influenced by the
mountains and having as specific feature a thermic moderate regime,
high humidity with rich athmospheric precipitations.

Maramures County has 76 administrative units, from which: 2 main
towns (Baia Mare and Sighetu Marmatiei); 11 towns (among which
we can mention: Borsa, Viseu de Sus, Baia Sprie, Targu-Lapus, Seini,
Cavnic) and 63 communes (with 226 villages). In July 2008, the esti-
mation of county’s population was 511,828 people, representing 2.4%
of the total population of Romania.

ISTORIA

HISTORY

Regiunea Ivano-Frankivsk

Regiunea Ivano-Frankivsk este parte a teritoriului istoric
- Galicia, cunoscutd din vechea capitald - Galych. Un alt
nume al regiunii este - Prykarpattya, pentru cd partea de
vest se invecineazd cu Carpatii inverziti. In secolul al 13-
lea teritoriul actual al regiunii Ivano-Frankivsk a aparti-
nut principatului Galician.

Dar, in secolul 14, starea jalnicd a principatului a pus
Galicia in situatia de a deveni parte din Regatul Poloniei
timp de patru ani. In 1772 Galicia a facut parte din Impe-
riul Habsburgic Austriac (din 1867 fiind Austro-Ungaria).
Dupa prabusirea Austro-Ungariei, Prykarpattya a fost
leagdnul miscdrii nationale ucrainene. In 1918, Galicia a
devenit Republica Nationald Ucrainiand de Vest (WUNR).
Padna in 1939, Stanislav a fost centrul provinciei omonime
a Poloniei. In timpul celui de-al doilea rdzboi mondial si
in urmdtorii ani galicienii si-au apdrat cu arme dreptul la
existentd al statului ucrainean. In 1944 regiunea Stanis-
lav se subordoneazd URSS-ului. Din anul 1962 Stanislav
este redenumitd Ivano-Frankivsk. Regiunea Ivano-Fran-
kivsk s-a format in 4 decembrie, 1939 (pand in 1962 - nu-
mitd Regiunea Stanislav).

La sfarsitul secolului al 20-lea, statul Ucraina a devenit o
tard independentd situatd in centrul Europei.

Judetul Maramures

Maramuresul a facut parte din Dacia. Dupd ce Dacia a
fost cuceritd de romani, teritoriul Maramuresului a rd-
mas in afara provinciei romane, ca un teritoriu indepen-
dent. In secolele urmdtoare societatea Daco - Romand a
fost influentata de contactul sdu cu triburile migratoare.
Pe la mijlocul secolului al 14-lea, intregul teritoriu al Ma-
ramuresului a fost sub dominatie maghiard. In 1526, Ma-
ramuresul a devenit parte a Principatului Transilvaniei,
iar in anul 1687, parte a Imperiului Habsburgic si a fost
anexat Ungariei in 1703.

Ca urmare a Marii Adundri Nationale de la Alba Iulia, in 1
decembrie 1918, Transilvania, inclusiv Maramuresul, s-a
unit cu Regatul Romaniei.

In 1940, Dictatul de la Viena a fortat Romdnia sd cedeze
provincia Maramures, impreund cu Transilvania de Nord,
Ungariei lui Horthy. In 1944, Romania a recdstigat Tran-
silvania de Nord.

Dupd al Doilea Rdzboi Mondial, Romdnia a devenit un
stat comunist timp de aproape 50 de ani, perioadd care
s-a incheiat in decembrie 1989.

Ivano-Frankivsk Region

Ivano-Frankivsk Region is part of the historical terri-
tory - Galicia, known from the ancient capital - Galych.
Another name of the Region - Precarpathians, because
from the west it adjacents to the green Carpathians.

In the 13th century the territory of the modern Ivano-
Frankivsk region belonged to the Galician principality.
But in the 14th century the state dilapidated and Galicia
to four years became part of the Kingdom of Poland. In
1772 Galicia was part of the Austrian Habsburg Empire
(from 1867 - Austria-Hungary). After the collapse of the
Austro-Hungarian the Precarpathians was the cradle
of the Ukrainian national movement. In 1918, Galicia
formed the West Ukrainian National Republic (WUNR).
To 1939, Stanislaw was the center of the eponymous
province of Poland. During the Second World War and in
the next years galicians with arms defend the right of ex-
istence of the Ukrainian state. In 1944 Stanislav Region
moves to the USSR. Since 1962 Stanislav renamed Ivano-
Frankivsk. Ivano-Frankivsk region formed on December
4,1939 (until 1962 - Stanislav Region).

At the end of the 20-th century the state of Ukraine be-
came an independent country located in the center of
Europe.

Maramures County

Maramures was a part of Dacia. After Dacia had been
conquered by the Romans, the territory of Maramures
remained outside the Roman province, as an independ-
ent territory. In the following centuries the Dacian
- Roman society was influenced by its contact with
migratory tribes. By the mid 14th century the whole ter-
ritory of Maramures was under Hungarian ruleln 1526
Maramures became part of the Principality of Transylva-
nia, then, in 1687, part of the Habsburg Empire and was
annexed to Hungary in 1703.

As a result of the Great National Assembly in Alba Iulia,
on1December 1918 Transylvania, including Maramures,
united with the Kingdom of Romania.

In 1940, the Vienna Diktat forced Romania to yield the
province of Maramures along with the Northern Tran-
sylvania to Horthy’s Hungary. In 1944, Romania re-
gained Northern Transylvania from Hungary.

After the Second World War, Romania became a commu-
nist state for almost 50 years and this period ended in
December 1989.

PROTECTED NATURAL AREA

Regiunea Ivano-Frankivsk

Forma cea mai bund de conservare a naturii este crearea de zone
naturale si obiective protejate. Ele oferd conditii favorabile pentru
protectia fondului genetic, al tipurilor de flord si fauna, precum si
al ecosistemelor naturale. In plus, functiile importante ale zonelor
naturale sunt pretuite pentru odihna si recreerea pe care o oferd
populatiei.

Fondul curent de rezervatii naturale a regiunii Ivano-Frankivsk
are 472 teritorii si obiecte, cu suprafata totald de 218,8 mii ha,
reprezentdnd 15,7% din suprafata totald.

Printre acestea: Rezervatia Naturala “Gorgany” cu o suprafata de
5,3 hectare, 5 parcuri nationale cu o suprafata totald de 120,3 hec-
tare (Parcul Natural National Carpatic, Parcul Natural National
“Hutsulshchyna’, Parcul Natural National Halych, Parcul Natural
National “Syniogora’, Parcul Natural National “Verkhovynskyy”),
3 parcuri regionale naturale cu o suprafatd de 38,4 mii ha, 64 re-
zervatii cu o suprafatd de 45,93 mii ha; 183 monumente ale naturii
cu o suprafatd de 1,2 mii ha, 7 parcuri dendrologice cu o suprafatda
de 0,15 mii ha, 8 parcuri si monumente ale naturii si gradini cu o
suprafatd de 0,084 mii ha, 196 rezervatii naturale cu o suprafatd
totald de 7,3 mii de hectare.

Cele mai importante zone protejate sunt:

* Rezervatia Naturald “Gorgany” - Rezervatia este situatd
in partea inaccesibild montan si stdncoasd a Gorganului - Dovbus-
hanski Gorgany. Vdrfurile si pantele superioare sunt acoperite cu
suprafete pietroase, care au format gresie. Acestea sunt numite de
localnici “gorgany’.

Pe teritoriul rezervatiei sunt dezvoltate retele dense de rduri. Aici
isi au originea aproximativ 30 de rduri, tributare raului Bystrytsya
Nadvirnyanska.

Vegetatia unicd a rezervatiei constd in faptul cd cea mai mare
parte de pe teritoriul sdu a ramas intr-o stare naturald, aproape
curatd, iar originalitatea si diversitatea peisajului a contribuit
la formarea de specii de plante bogate, inclusiv o mare parte din
cele rare, relicte si endemice. In partea de sus a padurilor de molid,
zona de cedru si pin reprezintd o relicvd a Holocenului timpuriu.
Flora din rezervatie are 451 de specii de plante vasculare si 235
de specii de mugchi.

Fauna de animale vertebrate din Rezervatie are 149 de specii. Mai
trdiesc in rezervatie cerbi, cdpriori, iepuri sdlbatici, mistreti, ve-
verite.

e Parcul National Natural Carpatic - Parcul este situat in
bazinul superior al Prutului si cel mijlociu al Chornyy Cheremosh.

Ivano-Frankivsk Region

The perfect form of nature conservation is the creation of natu-
ral protected areas and objects. They provide favorable condi-
tions for the protection of the gene pool of types of flora and
fauna as well as the natural ecosystems. In addition, important
functions of cherished natural areas are their use for recreation
and recreation of the peoples.

Current nature reserve fund of Ivano-Frankivsk region has 472
territories and objects with total area of 218,8 thousand hec-
tares, accounting for 15,7% of the total area.

Among them: Natural Reserve “Gorgany” with area of 5,3
hectares, 5 national parks with total area of 120,3 hectares
(Carpathian National Nature Park, National Nature Park “Hut-
sulshchyna”, Halych National Nature Park, National Nature Park
“Syniogora”, National Nature Park “Verkhovynskyy”), 3 regional
landscape parks with area of 38,4 thousand hectares, 64 re-
serves with area of 45,93 thousand hectares; 183 natural monu-
ments with area of 1,2 thousand hectares, 7 dendrology parks
with area of 0,15 thousand hectares, 8 parks and monuments of
the landscape and garden art with area of 0,084 thousand hec-
tares, 196 natural reserves with area of 7,3 thousand hectares.
The biggest values have:

» Natural Reserve “Gorgany” - The reserve is located in
the inaccessible mountainous and rocky part of Gorgan - Dov-
bushanski Gorgany. Its peaks and upper slopes are covered with
stony placers, which formed sandstone. These placers are lo-
cally called “gorgany”.

In reserve territory are developed dense river network. It origi-
nated about 30 rivers, which are tributaries of the Bystrytsya
Nadvirnyanska.

Unique vegetation of the reserve lies in the fact that most of its
territory it remained in a natural, almost pristine condition, and
the originality and diversity of landscape conditions contributed
to the formation of rich species of plants, including much of the
rare, relict and endemic. In the upper of the strip spruce forests
common European pine cedar - a relic of the early holocene.
The flora of the reserve has 451 species of vascular plants and
235 species of mosses.

In the fauna of vertebrate animals of the Reserve there are 149
species. Common in the reserve are red deer, roe deer, wild boar
wild hare, squirrel usual.

» Carpathian National Nature Park - The park is located
in the upper basin of the Prut and the middle of Chornyy Cher-

Besides oaks, in the lower tree layer grow the beech
and hornbeam, and in the more humid habitats - ash,
birch, elm.

On the territory of the park grow over 1000 species
of higher plants, including many rare, endangered
and endemic.

On the territory of the park are well developed tourist
and recreational infrastructure, there are many bases
of rest, resorts and sanatoriums.

» Halych National Nature Park - Territory of

the park is located along the Dniester River and the
lower reaches of its tributaries - rivers Limnytsia,
Lukva, Hnyla Lypa. The territory of the park includes
forest tracts, wetlands, areas with valuable group’s
meadow-steppe vegetation, geological formations.
On the territory lives about 5000 species of animals
and 700 species of higher vascular plants.
Halych National Nature Parkhas many priceless
monuments of history and culture and has the high
recreational potential. There are all preconditions for
the development of tourism on the rivers Dniester
and Limnytsia.

» National Nature Park “Syniogora” - park was

e Parcuri Nationale - Parcul National Muntii
Rodnei are o suprafatd de 47.227 ha. O parte din Par-
cul National, Rezervatia Biosferei Pietrosul Rodnei (din

PROTECTED NATURAL AREA

Maramures County

In Maramures County, according to the classification
adopted in Romania, we find all classes and types of pro-
tected areas, with a total of 198191 ha.

« Scientific reserves - Maramures County has three
such areas: Pietrosul Rodnei; Fossil Reserve in Chiuzbaia
and Piatra Rea.

« National parks - National Park of Rodnei Moun-
tains with an area of 47,227ha. Part of the National Park,
the Pietrosul Rodnei Biosphere Reserve (since 1979),
owes its importance and reputation to both geology and
geomorphology of these mountains, as well as to the pres-
ence of many species of fauna and flora, endemics and
glacial relict.

« Natural parks - Natural Park of Maramures Moun-
tains, a combined reserve with a surface of 148,850 ha
which include 10 special conservation zones.

* Monuments of nature - Maramures County has 18
monuments of nature: Creasta Cocosului (Rooster’s Peak),
lezerul Mare (Great lezer), Rozeta de piatra de la Ilba (The
Stone Rosette from Ilba), Lacul Albastru - Baia Sprie (The
Blue Lake), Turbaria Iezerul Mare - Muntii Gutdi (The Peat
of Great lezer), Cheile Tatarului (Tatarului Gorge), Pestera
de la Valenii Somcutei (Valenii Somcutei Cave), Pestera cu
Oase (Bone Cave), Stancariile Salhoi Zambroslavele (The
Cliffs of Salhoi Zambroslavele), Mlastina Vlasinescu (Vlasi-
nescu Marsh), Taul lui Dumitru (Dumitru’s Lake), Cheile
Babei (Old Lady’s Gorge), Pestera Boiu Mare (Boiu Mare
Cave), Coloanele de la Limpedea (Columns of Limpedea),
Pestera din dealul Solovan (Solovan Hill Cave), Mlastina
Taul Negru (Black Lake Marsh), Pestera Ponorul Jitelor

¢ Nature Reserves - There are 12 natural reserva-
tions in Maramures County: Padurea Craiasca (Craiasca
Forest), Padurea Bavna (Bavna Forest), Rezervatia Arc-
er-Tibles (Arcer-Tibles Reserve), Cornu Nedeii-Ciungii
Balasanii, Taul Morarenilor (Morarenilor Lake), Mlastina
Poiana Brazilor (Poiana Brazilor Marsh), Padurea de larice
de la Costiui (Costiui Foeste of Larch), Arboretul de castan
comestibil de la Baia Mare (The chesnut reserve of Baia
Mare), Defileul Lapusului (Lapus Defile River), Padurea
Comja (Comja Forest), Farcau-Vinderel-Mihailecu, Poiana
cu narcise Tomnatec-Sehleanu (Daffodils Clearing of Tom-
natec Sehleanu).

Pe teritoriul regiunii sunt pdstrate numeroase locuri
interesante - cladiri arhitecturale, in special religioase
vechi: perioadd incepdnd cu Kiev Rus pdnd in prezent.
Printre aceste stiluri diferite se regdseste stilul ortodox,
catolic, biserici greco-catolice i evreiesti, printre care un
loc aparte il au cladirile frumoase din lemn din Galicia si
mestesugarii Hutuli. Fortificatii si patrimoniul arhitectu-
ral laic sunt: cetdtile medievale, castele (care in general se
afld in ruine), primarii, clddiri administrative si rezidenti-
ale din secolele XVIII-XX.

Dintre atractiile turistice in domeniul cultural, arhitec-
tural, istorie si muzee, specifice doar acestei regiuni, fara
seamdn in Europa, putem enumera:

e Biserici de lemn - existd 50 de biserici de lemn
in regiunea Ivano-Frankivsk care sunt protejate de stat.
Cele mai vechi dintre ele: Biserica Buna Vestire (1587) din
orasul Kolomyya, Biserica Adormirea Maicii Domnului
(1623) din satul Pistyn Districtul Kosiv si Nasterea Maicii
Domnului (1678) din Vorohta in districtul Yaremche.

e Muzee - in regiunea Ivano-Frankivsk existd mai
mult de 120 de muzee de stat si private. Printre acestea:

* Muzeul “Oul de Paste” din Kolomyya, construit in
anul 2000. Partea centrald a cladirii este in formd de ou
de Pasti, este de 13 m indltime si este singurul muzeu de
picturd pe ou din lume (una dintre cele mai stralucite si
mai misterioase manifestdri ale talentului si profunzime
a gandirii omenesti).

¢ Muzeul Ivan Franko si Casa in stil Hutul din satul
Krivorivnya, raionul Verkhovyna, care este unul dintre
cele mai vechi sate din zona Hutulilor. Celebrul scriitor
ucrainean Ivan Franko a locuit, @ muncit si s-a odihnit
in centrul satului aproape in fiecare vard, in perioada
1900-1914. Acum, aceastd clddire gazduieste Muzeul
Memorial si de Literaturd al scriitorului. Satul era un
loc pentru intdlniri, un loc pentru a munci si un loc
potrivit pentru petrecerea timpului liber, in care au
fost figuri proeminente ale culturii ucrainene, cum ar
fi: M. Hrushevsky, M. Kotsyubynskyy, M. Cheremshyna,
0. Kobylyanska, V. Stefanyk, Ukrainka Lesya si
H. Hotkevych. Aici au fost create capodopere ale
cinematografiei ucrainene: “Umbre de stramosi uitati’,
“Annychka’; “Dovbush’. La intrarea in satul Zarichya
se poate vedea o casd unicat in stil Hutul restauratd,
devenitd monument de arhitecturd din lemn.

Ivano-Frankivsk Region
On the territory of the Region are preserved the numer-
ous interesting places - architectural buildings, par-
ticularly of the religious, wide time range: from Kiever
Rus to present. Among these various styles of Orthodox,
Catholic, Greek Catholic and Jewish churches, among
which a special place is occupied by beautiful wooden
buildings of Galician and Hutsul craftsmen. Fortifica-
tion and secular architectural heritage are medieval
fortresses, castles (which mainly are in ruins), the town
hall, administrative and residential buildings of XVIII-XX
centuries.
Among the sights of culture, architecture, history and
museums, that are specific only to it and has no ana-
logues in Europe there are:

¢« Wooden churches - there are 50 wooden
churches in the Ivano-Frankivsk Region, which are pro-
tected by the state. The oldest of them - Annunciation
Church (1587) in the city Kolomyya, Assumption Church
(1623) in the village Pistyn of the Kosiv District, Nativity
of Mary (1678) in Vorokhta in Yaremche District.

e Museums - in Ivano-Frankivsk region there are
more than 120 state and private museums.

Among them:

* Museum “Easter egg” in Kolomyya, builtin 2000.
The central part of the building is shaped like Easter egg,
is 13 m high and is the only museum of egg painting (one
of the brightest and most mysterious manifestations of
talent and depth of people’s memory) in the world.

¢ Ivan Franko Museum and a Hutsul house in the
village Krivorivnya, Verkhovyna district, which is one of
the oldest villages in the Hutsul area. Famous Ukrain-
ian writer Ivan Franko was living, working and used to
rest in the centre of the village almost every summer in
the period from 1900 to 1914. Now this building hosts
the literature and memorial museum of the writer.
The village used to be a meeting place, a place to work
and spend leisure by the prominent figures of Ukrain-
ian culture, such as M. Hrushevsky, M.Kotsyubynskyy,
M.Cheremshyna, O. Kobylyanska, V.Stefanyk, Lesya
Ukrainka and H.Hotkevych. Here such masterpieces of
Ukrainian cinematography have been created, as “Shad-
ows of Forgotten Ancestors”, “Annychka’, “Dovbush”.
At the beginning of the village Zarichya one can see a
unique restored Hutsul house, monument of Wooden

Halych - Biserica Nasterii Domnului din secolele XIII-XV, un castel
din secolele XIV-XVII (ruine); vestigii din Halych din secolele XI-XIII
in satul Krylos, Catedrala Adormirea Maicii Domnului din 1157 (par-
tea de bazd), Biserica Elias din secolul al XII- lea (ruine), informatii
despre printul din secolul XII, Biserica Adormirea Maicii Domnului
din secolul al XVI-lea, Capela din secolul XV, Biserica Sf. Pantelimon
din satul Schevchenkove - o perld a Scolii Halychiene de arhitecturd
din secolul al XII-lea - toate acestea fiind protejate.

* Schitul Manyava, un monument de arhitectura din secolul
al XVlII-lea, situat in apropiere de satul Manyava, districtul Bogoro-
dchany, a fost infiintat in 1606 de catre J. Knyahynytskyy sub pro-
tectia mandstirii Athos. Acesta este un loc sfant cu apa de izvor te-
rapeuticd in zona pitoreascd a muntilor Carpati, cu un microclimat
terapeutic. In 1748 Schitul a primit stavropegia de la Constantinopol
si a devenit independent, cu autonomie guvernamentald. In 1612 a
fost construitd Biserica Indltdrii Sfintei Cruci. Se crede cd hatmanul
Ucrainei, L. Vyhovsky, a fost ingropat in Schit.

o Centrul original de arte Hutsul - satul Yavoriv in regiunea
Kosovo a fost renumit cu mult timp in urmd pentru paturile de land -
pdturi groase de land, cu o suprafatd in relief si parti bilaterale lungi
si pufoase, cu modele Hutsul in diferite culori. Astdzi pdtura de land
este una dintre cele mai vechi tipuri de modalitati de tesut, care este
in perfectd armonie cu interioarele moderne.

¢ Mdndstirea Hoshivskyy a Pdrintilor Bazilieni si Biserica
Schimbarea la fatd pe Muntele Yasna in satul Hoshiv, raionul Do-
lyna, fondatd in 1570. Acesta este un loc de pelerinaj pentru crestinii
din intreaga lume, care vin aici pentru a se ruga la icoana fdcdtoare
de minuni a Maicii Domnului.

« “Tramvaiul din Carpati” - un complex unic de cdi ferate cu
ecartament ingust in districtul Dolyna, care este o bijuterie a pa-
trimoniului istoric si tehnic a regiunii. Programul de transport de
turisti “Tramvaiul din Carpati” a fost lansat in 2003, in timpul festi-
valului care a avut loc in zona Boykiv.

¢ Observatorul Astronomic si Meteorologic de pe muntele
Pip Ivan (2028m), in districtul Verkhovyna, care este cea mai inal-
td cladire in acea regiune. Observatorul a fost construit pe 29 iulie
1938. Un alt nume al obiectivului este “Elefantul Alb”. Pip Ivan are
o forma piramidald, in partea superioard este acoperit cu pietre.
Muntele este in cea mai mare parte acoperit cu vegetatie subalpind,

Hutsul architecture.

« National reserve “Ancient Halych” is created in protected
areas, covering about 80 square km of ancient Halych lands and its
suburbs, to preserve historical and cultural monuments of Halych.
A number of monuments of national and international level - the
basements of 14 chronicle churches of XII-XIII centuries, over 200
archaeological monuments, 18 environmental facilities, organi-
cally connected with the monuments of history and architecture,
particularly in the city. Halych — Church of the Nativity XIII-XV
century, a castle from XIV-XVII centuries (ruins); remainings of
Halych from XI-XIII centuries in the village Krylos; the Assumption
Cathedral from 1157 (base), Elias church of the XII century (Ru-
ins), prince’s well from XII century., the Assumption Church from
the XVI century, Chapel of XV century; Church St.Panteleymon - a
pearl of Halician architectural school of the XII century in the vil-
lage Schevchenkove - are under protection.

* Manyava skete, an architectural monument of the XVII cen-
tury, located near the village Manyava, Bogorodchany district, has
been established in 1606 by ]. Knyahynytskyy fostered in Athos
monastery. This is a sainted place with therapeutic spring water
in the picturesque Carpathian mountainous area with a therapeu-
tic microclimate. In 1748 the Skete received the stavropegia from
Constantinople, and became self-governed and independent. In
1612 the Church of the Exaltation of the Holy Cross has been built.
It is believed, that Hetman of Ukraine . Vyhovsky has been buried
in the skete.

* The original centre of Hutsul arts - village Yavoriv in Kos-
ovo region has been known long ago for the wool blankets - coarse
woolen blankets with a relief surface and a long fluffy bilateral
pile, with Hutsul patterns with smooth transition of colours. To-
day woolen blanket is one of the oldest types of interior weaving,
which is in perfect harmony with the modern interiors.

* Hoshivskyy monastery of the Basilian Fathers and the
Church of the Transfiguration of God on the Yasna Mount in
the village Hoshiv, Dolyna district, founded in 1570. It is a place of
pilgrimage for Christians from around the world, coming here to
pray to the miraculous icon of the God’s Mother.

e “Carpathian tram” - a unique complex of narrow gauge
railways in Dolyna district, which is a gem of historical and techni-
cal heritage of the region. The program of tourists transportation
“Carpathian tram” has been launched in 2003 during Boykiv festi-
val held in the respective area.

» Astronomical and meteorological observatory on Pip
Ivan mount (2028 m) in Verkhovyna district, which is the high-
est located building in the region. The observatory has been con-
structed on July 29, 1938. Another name of the object is “White
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Hy ¢opMy, y NpHUBEpUIMHHIH YacTHHI - KaM'sHi po3cHIMLIA.

Judetul Maramures

Patrimoniul cultural al Maramuresului este bine pdstrat de institutii
prestigioase ce tezaurizeazd atdt valorile traditionale cdt si valorile
culturale contemporane. Este bine de tinut minte cd muzeele cunos-
cute din Baia Mare si Sighetu Marmatiei nu sunt singurele atractii
din zond. O multime de “comori” din patrimoniul cultural se pot gdsi
in mici muzee sdtesti si case memoriale. S-ar putea sd gasesti in lo-
curi unde te astepti cel mai putin, colectii de carte veche, de icoane pe

Pip Ivan has a pyramidal form, in the upper part is
covered with stones. Pip Ivan mount is mainly covered with sub-
alpine vegetation, shrubs (juniper Siberian, rhododendron) and
spruce forests (up to 1500-1600 m high). The name comes after
the rock on top, which reminds a priest in a cassock. Currently the
remains of the rock look like a formless heap of stones.

Maramures County

The cultural heritage of Maramures is well preserved by institu-
tions that treasure both traditional values and contemporary cul-
tural values. But you must keep in mind that the large museums in
Baia Mare or Sighetu Marmatiei are not the only cultural attrac-
tions in the area. Many small treasures can be found in tiny village
museums and memorial houses.You might even stumble upon a
fine collection of old books or icons painted on wood and glass that
are tucked away in a remote village church.

e Wooden churches - there are almost one hundred old
wooden churches in Maramures (36 of them located in the Land
of Maramures), eight are designated as UNESCO World Heritage
Sites. These are located in the villages of Barsana, Budesti, Desesti,
Ieud, Plopis, Poienile Izei, Rogoz and Surdesti.

OBICEIURI $1 TRADITII

CUSTOMS AND TRADITIONS

Regiunea Ivano-Frankivsk

Regiunea Ivano-Frankivsk, bogatd in traditii istorice si culturale,
este una din putinele regiuni unde cultura este pastratd in toate
manifestdrile ei. Vacantele moderne la tard au pus mare pret pe par-
ticiparea artistilor locali si a mestesugarilor locali - cei care brodea-
zd, ceramisti, tesdtori, sculptori, artisti pysanka - toti cei care dau
talentul tinutului Galician.

Ceramica. O impresie foarte bund este ldsatd de obiectele din cera-
micd. Multumitd mesterilor populari in ceramicd, obiectele casnice
devin adevdrate obiecte originale de artd folcloricd. Diferite produse
de ceramicd au pictate pe ele scene originale din viata oamenilor,
biserica, legume, motive animale, clar delimitate cu culori precum
galben, verde, maro cu un fond luminos. Olarii moderni promoveazd
obiectele de ceramicd noi, dezvoltd traditia din Galicia a obiectelor
de ceramicd precum si pe cea a obiectelor deosebite de ceramicad de
Pokuttya, compozitii sculpturale, scene pictate in relief, gablonturi
(bijuterii) pentru femeli, jucdrii.

Arta prelucrdrii metalului. Istoria prelucrdrii metalelor neferoase
in Hutsulia isi are originile in sec. XV. Sunt bine cunoscute aici multe
metode de prelucrare a metalului. Bijuteriile pentru femei, cimpoi,
catarame, barde, bratdri, inele, pandantive, mdnere pentru cutite
sau alte obiecte din metal, sunt caracterizate de o inaltd tehnicd in
executie si cu gust artistic.

Oudle de Pasti. Oudle de Pasti sunt una din cele mai stralucitoare si
mai misterioase manifestdri ale talentului si profunzime a memoriei
folclorice. Traditia pictatului oudlor de Pasti dateazd din perioada
pre~crestind. In functie de regiune, sunt diferente intre modelele
pictate, culori diferite, spatii pe suprafata oudlor de Pasti. Numeroa-
se incrucisdri simbolizdnd fertilitate, inele si linii drepte in mintea
stramosilor nostri asociate cu inceputurile barbatului si femeii, cu-
lori care reflectd natura inconjurdtoare: apd, soare, paduri, cimpii,
pajisti.

Cioplitul in lemn. Un alt aspect al artei populare este cioplitul in
lemn. Cu modelele cioplite se orneazd mobile, ustensile de lucru,
ustensile de lemn, instrumente muzicale, obiecte ecleziastice si de
ceremonti, etc. Odatd cu dezvoltarea cioplitului in lemn artistic s-a
diversificat si decorarea obiectelor. Li s-a addugat o mare importan-
td la combinarea formei produsului cu decorarea produsului.
Obiecte din piele. Prelucrarea artisticd a pielii este foarte comu-
nd in teritoriile din Ivano-Frankivsk. Ca un rezultat al traditiilor
stravechi si al unei mari experiente, au fost inventate multe cai si
tehnici de prelucrare si finisare a pielii. In mod special se poate men-
tiona tehnica de marcare la cald si la rece. In decorarea produselor
mesterii folosesc de multe ori ornamente metalice. De aceea artistii
care lucreazd cu piele de obicei sunt foarte buni si la prelucrarea
metalelor.

Ivano-Frankivsk Region

Ivano-Frankivsk region is rich of the historical and cultural traditions,
it is one of the very few region, where the culture is preserved in all
of its manifestations. Modern holiday in the village was held with the
participation of artists and local craftsmen - embroidery, pottery,
carpet, carvers, pysanka artist - all those whom gave the talent the
Galician land.

Ceramics. A bright impression leaves the ceramics. Thanks to the
craftsmanship of potters ordinary household items are becoming orig-
inal works of true folk art. At various pottery products are depicted
the original scenes from the life of the people, the church, vegetable,
animalistic motives clearly delineated with yellow, green, brown color
on a light background. Modern potters facilitate the new ceramics,
develop the tradition of Galician ceramics and peculiar ceramics of
Pokuttya, sculptural compositions, scene paintings and reliefs on the
seams, women'’s jewelry and toys.

Art processing of metal. History of processing of the non-ferrous
metals in Hutsulia has its origins from the 15th century. Has long been
known here various ways of processing of metal. Women’s jewelry,
pipes, buckles, hatchets, bracelets, rings, pendants, handles for knives
and other metal products are characterized by high technique of ex-
ecution and artistic taste.

Easter Eggs. Easter eggs are one of the brightest and most mysteri-
ous manifestations of talent and depth of folk’s memory. The tradition
of painting the Easter eggs reaches the pre-Christian times. Depend-
ing from the region, there are differences in the composition of de-
cor, color scheme, separation of the surface of Easter eggs. Numerous
crosses and crossing symbolize fertility, rings, and straight lines in the
minds of our ancestors associated with male and female beginning,
color reflected the surrounding nature: water, sun, forests, fields and
meadows.

Woodcarvings. Another feature of the folk art is a woodcarvings.With
the carving were ornamentalized the furniture, labor tools, wooden
utensils, musical instruments, ecclesiastical and ceremonial things
and more. With the development of artistic carvings of wood was
complicated as tools as well as receptions of decorating and the di-
versity of decorated items. It was attached the great importance to the
combination of product forms with decoration.

Leather goods. Art artistic leather has long been common in the ter-
ritory of Ivano-Frankivsk. As a result of centuries-old traditions and
great experience it was invented many ways and techniques of leather
finishing products. Particularly interesting findings in the technique of
hot and cold stamping. In ritual decorations products craftsmen often
use metal ornaments. Therefore artist who works with the skin, usu-
ally at the same time is a good master of the metal.

Artistic weaving. The interior of the house was always decorated

Broderiile. Brodatul este un stil classic al artei ucrainiene. Nume-
roase materiale ne aratd cd broderiile au fost folosite la decorarea
aproape a fiecdrei case din mediul rural. Tocmai de aceea noi pds-
trdm traditia in arta brodatului. Costumele traditionale reflectd ca-
racterul, coloritul si particularitatea regiunii etnografice. Costumul
traditional ca intreg are o valoare deosebitd ca munca individuald.
Obiceiurile cele mai comune in aceastd zond sunt: plecarea in pri-
mavard a oilor la munte, nunta hutulilor si sarbatorile religioase
calendaristice, inclusiv Crdaciunul cu cdntece de Anul Nou si colinde
de Crdciun (cum ar fi: “Vasyl’, “botezul cu apad’; “Malanka’; hutulii lui
“Rozkolyadka”) si Pastele cu cdntece de Pasgti.

Plecarea oilor la munte. Sdrbdtoarea importantd pentru local-
nici reprezintd plecarea pdstorilor hutuli impreund cu oile spre vdi
muntoase pentru pdsunat. Mykulychyn este localitatea care sarbd-
toreste cel mai intens aceastd sarbdtoare. Plecarea la munte are loc
in luna mai si dureazd pdand in luna septembrie. Conditiile de viatd
ale pastorilor intr-o zond de munte sunt: de multe ori este vremea
rece, doud din trei zile ploud, de multe ori in timpul verii cade zdpa-
da. Activitdtile dureazd de dimineata devreme pdnd seara si totusi
fiecare hutul viseazd sd devind un polonynnyk. Trei lucruri care ca-
racterizeazd viata de pdstori hutul sunt branza, trembita si focul.
In timpul cantdrilor Polonyna conducdtorul aprinde focul si bdietii
danseaza conform ritualului bdrbdtesc “Arkan’, cu topoare mici in
madini. Ciobanii oferd musafirilor branzd si urdd. Totul se termind cu
un festival de cdntece si voie bund.

Crdciunul in regiunea Hutsul. Pregdtirea pentru Crdciun in Hut-
sulchyna incepe cu mult inainte. Prin traditie se decoreazd casa cu
un snop de grau numit “Didukh’, in care, conform legendei a locuit
sufletul stramosilor nostri, protectorii caselor. Gospodinele, in dimi-
neata de 6 ianuarie aprind “focul viu’, in cuptorul de doisprezece
Polini pentru a pregati 12 feluri specifice de mdncare farda carne.
Dintre mdncdrurile din aceastd perioadd, primul loc il ocupd kutya
- gradu fiert cu miere, seminte de mac si nuci. Unii cercetdtori ai obi-
ceiurilor populare considerd cd kutya, este sunetul cel de pe urma al
iubirii fratesti, care se poate auzi in zilele comemorative ale marti-
rilor in credinta crestineascd. Grdul care creste in fiecare an este un
simbol al eternitdtii, iar mierea este un simbol al fericirii eterne a
celor neprihdniti in ceruri.

In ziua de Crdciun, pe 7 ianuarie, incep colinde de Créciun. Hutuli isi
viziteaza rudele si prietenii, colindd mergdnd pe jos din sat in sat.
Cei mai multi oameni in aceste zile merg pe sdnii cu clopotei si trase
de cai. 7 zile dupd Crdciun, in 14 ianuarie, ei sarbdtoresc Anul Nou
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with woven carpets, sackcloth, tablecloths, towels, fluffy blankets of
wool. The main decoration in the weaving is transversely striated,
geometric, rarely stylized. Vegetable. Material - wool, linen.
Embroidery. Embroidery is a classical kind of Ukrainian art. The nu-
merous materials show that with embroidery was engaged in almost
every rural house. Therefore and today we have such wealth of tradi-
tion in the art of embroidery. National clothing reflects the character,
the kolorit of peculiarities of the certain ethnographic region. The cos-
tume as a whole as ensemble in each individual case is perceived as
an individual work.

The most common custom in this area is wire to the mountain valley,
hutsul’s wedding and religious calendar holidays, including Chrismas
with the New Year songs and Christmas carols (including “Vasyl”,
“Water christening”, “Malanka”, hutsul’s “Rozkolyadka”) and Easter
(Easter) with Easter songs.

The wires to the mountain valley. The great holiday for the local
peoples is the wires of the hutsulian shepherds to the remote moun-
tain pastures - mountain valleys for grazing. Most vividly it is cel-
ebrated in Mykulychyn. Exit to the mountain valley occurs in May
and lasts until September. The living conditions of the shepherds in a
mountain valley are heavy: in the highlands there is often cold weath-
er, two of the three days it is raining, often during the summer falls
the snow. The work lasts from early morning till night, and yet every
Hutsul dreams of becoming a polonynnyk. Three things that charac-
terize the life of hutsul shepherds is bryndza, trembita and vatra. Dur-
ing Polonyna chants the ringleader ignites fire - the vatra and boys
dancing the hutsul’s male ritual dance “Arkan” with small hatchets in
the hands. The shepherds treated to all comers the budz and vurda.
The wires completed with festive concert.

Christmas Hutsul region. Preparing for the Christmas in Hut-
sulchyna begins at advance. By long tradition with the reaped sheaf is
weaved the sapling - “Didukh”, in which according to legend dwelt the
soul of our ancestors, guardians home. Housewives in the morning on
January 6 lit “live fire” in the furnace of twelve polin and prepare ritual
twelve meatless dishes.

Among the dishes of the Holy Supper the first place has kutya - the
boiled wheat with honey, poppy seeds and nuts. Some researchers of
the folk customs consider that kutya ,is the aftersound of ancient love
of the brethren tables, which are arranged in the days of burial of the
martyrs for the Christian faith. Wheat as grain annually comes alive is
a symbol of eternity, and honey is a symbol of eternal happiness of the
righteous in heaven.

On Christmas Day, on January 7, begin real Christmas carols. Hutsuls
visit their relatives and friends, walking around with dens from village
to village. Most people these days go on sleds with horses and bells.
7 days after Christmason on January 14, they celebrate the old New

Traditiile si obiceiurile sunt incd parte din viata de zi cu zi in Mara-
mures. Satenii din Maramures isi celebreaza sarbdtorile si traditiile
cu mare entuziasm. Ei isi pleacd capetele in rugdciune, se bucura de
dansurile si muzica lor, celebrdnd locurile in care s-au ndscut. Pro-
dusele alimentare si bduturile traditionale insotesc cele mai multe
evenimente si sarbatori. Testarea alimentelor locale si a bauturilor
in timpul unuia dintre cele multe festivaluri sau evenimente poate fi
un mod interesant pentru vizitatori de a se familiariza cu oamenii si
stilul de viatd al satelor din Maramures.

Putem mentiona unele evenimente din judetul Maramures:

e ianuarie: Anul Nou (in satele din Maramures, obiceiurile
si credintele sunt nenumdrate); Festival Ucrainean de Colinde,
Boboteaza;

e februarie: Festivalul Zdpezii (evenimente in statiuni de schi:
concerte, muzicd populard, concursuri de schi, focuri de artificii, etc);

e martie: Ziua Bunei Vestiri (25 martie);

e aprilie (sau mai): Obiceiuri de Paste (oamenii din Maramures
sdrbdtoresc Pastele cu evlavie: vopsesc oud, merg la slujba de nviere,
alimentele sunt binecuvdntate de cdtre preot); “Uddtorul” din Surdesti
(cel mai harnic sdtean este sarbatorit).

e mai: “Tanjaua de pe Mara” (ritual agrar vechi - sarbdtoreste
primul om care iese pe cimp primdvara); Festivalul de Cdntece
Ucrainene, dansuri si obiceiuri; “ Festivalul narciselor” (costume
traditionale, paradd populard si spectacol al grupurilor folclorice)

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Maramures County

Traditions and customs are still part of daily life in Maramures. Ma-
ramures villagers celebrate their holidays and traditions with great
enthusiasm. They bow their heads in prayer, enjoy their dances and
music, and celebrate the places where they were born. Traditional
food and beverages accompany most events and celebrations. Ex-
periencing the local food and drink during one of the many festivals
or events can be an exciting way for visitors to acquaint with the
people and lifestyles of Maramures villages.

We can mention some events from the Maramures County:

o January: New Year’s Customs (in the villages of Maramures,
the New Year’s Day overflows with customs and beliefs); Ukrain-
ian Carol Festival, Epiphany’s Day.

e February: The Snow Festival (events in the ski resort: con-
certs, folk music, ski competitions, fireworks, etc.).

e March: Annunciation’s Day (March 25th).

o April (or May): Easter Customs (The people of Maramures
celebrate Easter with piety: painting eggs, going to the Resurrec-
tion Service, food blessed by the priest); “Uddtorul” from Surdesti
(the hardest working villager is celebrated).

e May: “Tanjaua de pe Mara” (old agrarian ritual celebrat-
ing of the first man who worked the field this season); Festival of
UKkrainian Songs, Dances and Customs; “The Daffodils” Festival
(Traditional costumes, parade and folk group performance).

e June: “Sanzaiene” (traditional costumes parade and folk
groups performance); “Nu va uitati ca-s micut” (Even Though I
am a Child - Children Folk groups Festival) in Budesti, celebrated
on Whit Sunday.

e August: “Hora la Prislop” (Dance at Prislop — Traditional
festival of Romanian dances, folk performance, local artisans); The
Assumption of Virgin Mary (Pilgrims dressed in white and sing-
ing hymns dedicated to the Virgin Mary, walk together towards the
monasteries in the area); “Alina-te, dor, alina” (Romanian folklore
Festival contest).

o September: The Feast of the Nativity of the Blessed Virgin
Mary, The Chestnuts Festival in Baia Mare.

e October: feasts dedicated to harvest’ days.

¢ November: the Dead’s Day (Nov 1st), The Entrance of Holy
Mother in the Temple (Nov. 21st), customs on Saint Andrew’s
Day (Nov. 30th).

¢ December: “Marmatia” (Festival of Winter Costums and Tra-
ditions); Christmas Customs.

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Maramuresul se distinge fatd de zonele invecinate prin arhitectura
originald, portul, graiul si obiceiurle. Maramuresul a fost denumit
,tara lemnului’, omniprezenta acestuia ldsdndu-si amprenta pretu-
tindeni: de la arhitectura casei traditionale si a bisericilor, la portile
de curte si obiectele de uz casnic. Renumitele porti maramuresene
sunt adevdrate capodopere ale artei populare si sunt bogat sculp-
tate cu diverse motive. Obiectele legate de activitati agricole si de
pdstorit precum si cele folosite unor mici productii casnice sunt rea-
lizate si ele din lemn. Tesdturile imbind motivele geometrice cu cele
florale, zoomorfe si antropomorfe reprezentate prin cdldreti, hore,
figuri umane, plasate mai ales pe borduri. Acestea sunt realizate si
colorate diferit in functie de destinatia lor. Portul maramuresean are
elemente originale, specifice.

Maramures County is different from the neighbouring zones because
of its original architecture, clothes, dialect and traditions. Maramures
was called ,the wood land”, as wood can be seen everywhere: from the
architecture of the traditional houses and churches to the gates and
the household objects. The well-known Maramures gates are real mas-
terpieces of the popular art and are rich in sculptures with different
patterns. The objects connected with farming and grazing activities as
well as those used for some small household production are also made
of wood. The weavings combine geometrical patterns with the flower,
zoomorphic and anthropomorphic patterns represented by horse rid-
ers, dances, human figures, placed especially on trimmings. They are
carried out and coloured differently, depending on their destination.
The Maramures clothes have original, specific elements.

Due to the valuable natural and anthropogenic potential, many types and forms of
tourism can be developed in Maramures County:

SKki tourism - winter sports can be practiced in places like: Borsa, Izvoare,
Mogosa, Suior or Cavnic.

Mountain tourism - this type of tourism has very good condition for developing
in the area due to the attractions provided by the mountain chains of the Eastern
Carpathians. There are possibilities for: hiking, trekking, mountaineering, climb-
ing, paragliding, mountain biking, exploring the scenery by Mocanita steam train,
etel

Therapeutic tourism - Maramures has over 100 mineral water sources, around
which several local spas were established.

Rural tourism - the tourists may choose among the many guesthouses run by lo-
cal villagers. They have the appealing options of eating food prepared at the farm-
house, drinking plum brandy or attending village festivals. Each ethnographic
area from Maramures has specific folk culture, traditions and crafts (pottery, icon
painting on glass or wood, wood carving, weaving, embroidery, basketry, etc.)

Cultural tourism and sightseeing - we can mention here: medieval fortress,
museums (history, archeology, ethnography, mineralogy), wooden churches (8
of them included in the UNESCO heritage), architectural monuments, the Merry
Cemetery of Sapanta, castles, memorial houses, monasteries, urban historical
centers (Baia Mare and Sighetu Marmatiei) and cultural events

Ecotourism - climbing, rafting, hunting and fishing, photo safari, cycling, hiking,
taking part in the farms/sheepfold activities.

Business tourism - conditions for organizing conferences, seminars, staff meet-
ings or team building are provided in the area.
